A 22.69%43% reported depression

A 18.9%37% reported anxiety

A 31% reported anxiety and depression

A >50% reported moderate to severe impact on mental health

Early Covidl9 data for mental health impact for youth

A Adolescents with prexisting psychiatric disorders are at greater risk for poor outcomes due to disruptions of care,
Covid related anxiety, and confinement

A Covid related sudden deaths, grief, trauma are more likely to cause depression and other psychiatric disorders

A Increased risk for acute traumatic stress, pwaumatic stress disorder, depression and anxiety with lockdown and
Covid related worries, stress factors and intrafamilial violence

A Emerging data suggests that impact of COVID related disruptions will continue to negatively impact student
behavioral and emotional functioning

A Vulnerable youth deprived of school and external support, minoritized youth, girls and children living in poverty are
at greater risk for poor mental health

A Excessive internet and social media use increase risk for poor mental health

A Supporting resilient families and children, and building upon strengths for struggling families will support recovery,
but we should expect to see impacts on mental health for some time post pandemic
